context and objectives

The class will explore digital content creation by means of capture, modification, transmission, and critique. You will be primarily
using tools such as the Macintosh computer system, digital cameras, specific software, and the internet. Exploration of production
methods will include; sound and video formats, static and temporal recording, lighting and filming theory, website construction, and
applied digital motion graphics. Issues involving practical methodology of storage, content delivery via installation, presentation,
internet delivery, and techniques for personal portfolios and professional presentation will be examined. This course will develop
concepts and skills by addressing assigned conceptual problems and applied technical skill sets. These assignments and presentations
will help you creatively consider interaction of digital media, content creation, manipulation, and digital delivery methods all while
preparing you for your professional career as an artist.

This course will be an examination of contextual aspects regarding observational, analytical, and technical projects. Research topics and read-
ings are to be expected. Expect additional work outside of the specified class time. There will be no final exam for this course. With the excep-
tion of the grade and attendance policies, parts of this syllabus are subject to change with advance notice, as deemed necessary or appropriate
by the instructor.

projects are based upon digital creation, manipulation, transmission, and critical introspection:

1) Weekly Individual Progress - While working on respective projects you will receive a grade based upon your weekly progress and
project growth. You will be meeting with me every Friday to discuss progress and your ‘milestone’ grade for that week. You will
receive (4) four total ‘milestone’ grades for the course. These weekly ‘milestones’ will constitute 25% of your cumulative grade.

2) Participation - Developing your digital skills sets, through participation in both collaborative and individual projects, is paramount
to achieving a good grade in this class. You will be graded on your own individual progress and also against your peers. Your partici-
pation in critiques is expected and will factor heavily in this grade. Participation is perhaps the most important part of your grade, as
it ties together all of your learned experience with work ethics and conceptual understanding of core and advanced concepts within
digital media. Your cooperation with ARTL equipment use is also factored into this grade. Participation will constitute 25% of your
cumulative grade.

3) Group Collaboration - Collaborative exploration into a ‘class committee project’ will examine digital content creation by digital
multi-tasking and collaborative group projects. This work will be the criteria for your Weekly Individual Progress grades. A group cri-
tique will be held. Comepletion of projects and Individual Progress will constitute 25% of your cumulative grade.

4) Individual Project ‘Student’s Choice’ - Exploration into a individual digital and conceptual problems by use of *specific* digital tools
and applied skills. This project will also be criteria for your Weekly Individual Progress and milestones grades. A group critique will be
held. Completion of projects and Individual Progress will constitute 25% of your cumulative grade.

In addition to the discussions of the formal artistic and technical content of the class, broad dialogue may occur regarding contemporary art and
its social and historical context. Visual stimulus will be presented weekly, if not daily. This may include the expression of thoughts, experience
and concepts of contemporary and historical individuals. Self-expression is to be expected and explored both visually and verbally. Open and
frank discussions of cultural mores and taboos (as it applies to art and internet culture) will be discussed regularly.

If this becomes problematic for you at any time please feel free to discuss this with me privately.

grading

Each student will receive four grades for the semester. The grades will be based on completion of particular projects throughout the duration of the
course. Students will be evaluated on comprehension of specific terminology, grasp of course technology, presentation, aesthetic development and
artistic growth. Collaboration with others students will be expected and factors of attendance and class participation will be extremely important to
each project’s grade.

Grading in a studio art class is inevitably subjective, meaning that the final evaluation of the work presented is based on how the criteria for the as-
signments is met and on the opinion of the instructor as to the work’s quality. The following offers some of the criteria used in determining grades.
Starting in the Fall of 2009, the University will switch from its current system to a plus/minus system.This system will be applied to your final grade.

A+/- means outstanding work exceeding the requirements in both quantity and quality. A clear and complete understanding of techniques
and processes is evidenced. Significant participation in critiques has occurred. Finished and fully developed work is innovative

and well presented.

B+/- means good work beyond the requirements. Good understanding of techniques and processes is evidenced.

Individual approach has formed.

C+/- means average work. Requirements are met; projects are completed on time. Regular attendance is maintained. Adequate
participation in critiques and understanding of techniques and processes is evidenced.

D+/- means poor work. Requirements barely met, understanding of techniques and processes lacking. Skill level low.

F means unacceptable work. Requirements not met. Little understanding of techniques or processes.
